To meet each guest’s individual needs our wine cellar has been a great source of inspiration. The 

cellars at Ashford Castle date back to the 17th century and have housed some of the greatest wines ever 

made. 

 

The most exciting addition to our list this year is the inclusion of the wines of Bouchard Finlayson 

from the wine region of Walker Bay, in the stunning Hemel-en-Aarde Valley, an hour and a half from 

Cape Town. Peter Finlayson is widely credited with having brought Pinot Noir to South Africa and 

putting the Walker Bay area on the country’s wine map, setting up and running the first modern day 

winery in the Hemel-en-Aarde valley. Bouchard Finlayson was established in 1989 and subsequently 

acquired in 2000 by the Tollman family, founders and owners of The Red Carnation Hotel Collection.  

Under the leadership of Victoria Tollman and Peter Finlayson, Bouchard Finlayson’s flagship Galpin 

Peak Pinot Noir and iconic Tête de Cuvée Galpin Peak Pinot Noir have become renowned on a global 

scale, winning many international accolades along the way. Our menus offer us the opportunity to 

showcase the wines of Bouchard Finlayson by the glass with each of Chef Farineau’s wonderful food 

creations. We are also very fortunate to have access to Mr. Tollman’s private cellars in London and 

look forward to developing our cellars as part of The Red Carnation Hotel collection. 

 

The Wine Geese wines are also well represented on the list. These wines are made throughout the 

world by families of Irish ancestry. From Old World classics such as Chateau Leoville Barton  and 

Lynch Bages in Bordeaux through to New World champions, the Barrett family of Chateau Montelena 

at the top of the Napa Valley. The sommelier team at Ashford Castle would be more than glad to guide 

you through our wine list to choose the perfect wine which we trust will help you enhance your food 

and wine experience even more.

Hannibal 

An Italian/French inspired blend of Sangiovese, Pinot Noir, Nebbiolo, Shiraz, Mourvedre and Barbera. Matured for 16 months in 

French oak (30% first fill), red cherry, flowers, a whiff of truffle on the nose with a hint of spice. Tannins are velvety and offer a 

slow pronounced aromatic finish. 

 

Galpin Peak Pinot Noir 

A wine inspired by both winemaker and location - offering a true reflection of the terroir. Barrel-matured for 10 months in French 

oak (30% first fill), rich with luscious soft tannins and dark coloured forest fruits, deftly balanced on a cord of lingering plum and 

raspberry delights. 

 

Tête de Cuvée Pinot Noir 

It is said that Pinot noir has no individual varietal character of its own but, is rather characterized by the soil on which it grows. 

Essentially it is the most terroir specific varietal of all. This label gives the winemaker an opportunity to select a handful of the 

finest Pinot noir barrels in the cellar and blend these to acquire a wine which will portray the best of the vintage.  Barrel 

maturation of 15 months in new French oak, pure aromas of raspberry, cherry, flowers and spice, musky suggestions of truffle 

and forest floor.

In the International arena of winemaking, with the exception of the “Super Tuscans” the blending of French and Italian 

grape varieties is a rare occurrence. Perhaps being so geographically removed from historical origins of such varietals 

makes these options so much more approachable. Four years of experimentation secured the background to this, the 

Hannibal blend. 

 

In this instance the blend consists of 52% Sangiovese, 17% Pinot Noir, 15% Nebbiolo, 8% Mourvédre, 6% Shiraz, and 2% 

Barbera. The excitement of Hannibal is about the different grape varieties and their resulting “taste colours”. These 

entire individual portions have been matured in best French oak barrels – in some instances for eighteen months.
